I have recently completed the second of a pair of horror novels, The Haunted Trail: The War of the Dublin Woods, and am seeking representation.
With both legs broken, both lungs pierced, a silver bullet lodged in his left hamstring, and the screams of the bloodthirsty maniacs who killed his two brothers ringing in his ears, young Irishman Mick Patrican will take help wherever he can find it. So when the ghost of his brother Henry tells him there’s a cave just up the river bank he can hide in, he starts crawling. 
By this time, on Halloween night, 1892, the appearance of another ghost is no shock to Mick. After all, he learned of the curse that has lingered over the Dublin Woods for two thousand years from the ghost of an Irish General who fought an invading army of Egyptians led by a mummy and blue aliens. Now, told by his brother’s ghost that the cave hides a magic four-leaf that has to be joined with one embedded in the black heart of the mummy, Mick is ready to act.
All he has to do is convince the Dublin police officers who find him that he’s not one of the maniacal killers they’ve been pursuing all night.

The concluding volume of a pair of short novels, The Haunted Trail: The War of the Dublin Woods tells the story of the numerous murders, hauntings, and fiendish acts of evil that erupt on one Halloween night in a cursed woodland outside Dublin, Ireland. By the coming of midnight, the curse that has haunted the Woods and the grounds of the Dublin Mental Institution will be laid to rest, though only after a terrible cost in human life.
Written in the spirit of tales meant to be told around a roaring campfire to raise the hair on the back of the hearers’ necks and chill the blood in their veins, the two volumes of The Haunted Trail are aimed at readers who want a quick jolt. A reviewer in Kirkus Review compared this volume to a Steven King novel titled Joyland. In the opinion of another reviewer, the first volume reminded him of American Horror Story. 
The second half of a two-part story, The Haunted Trail: The War of the Dublin Woods is complete at 24,000 words. I have included a synopsis, outline, and the first pages of the manuscript.
